AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH 
ARBOR E & T, LLC D/B/A RESCARE 
WORKFORCE SERVICES TO PROVIDE 
YOUTH PARTICIPANTS WITH REAL-
WORLD WORK EXPERIENCE THROUGH 
PLACEMENT WITH THE SAN ANTONIO 
METROPOLITAN HEALTH DISTRICT 
THROUGH AUGUST 31, 2018.

WHEREAS, this will be the first year of this collaboration between the San Antonio Metropolitan 
Health District WIC Program and Arbor E & T, LLC d/b/a ResCare Workforce Services; and 
 
WHEREAS, ResCare Workforce Services is the largest career center workforce contractor in the 
United States; and 
 
WHEREAS, ResCare Workforce Services serves as a contractor for Workforce Solutions Alamo 
and administers the Work Experience (WE) program; and 
 
WHEREAS, the WE program is designed to provide youth participants with job opportunities that 
they otherwise would not qualify for; and 
 
WHEREAS, with funding from Workforce Solutions Alamo, ResCare Workforce Services has 
funding available to provide the WIC Program with needed summer staffing through the WE 
program; and 
 
WHEREAS, the impact of this collaboration will be that WIC will have a cost savings in 
temporary staff salaries; NOW THEREFORE: 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 
 
SECTION 1. The City Manager or her designee or the Director of the San Antonio Metropolitan 
Health District or her designee is authorized to execute an agreement with Arbor E & T, LLC d/b/a 
ResCare Workforce Services to provide youth participants with real-world work experience 
through placement with the San Antonio Metropolitan Health District through August 31, 2018.  A 
copy of the agreement, in substantially final form, is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all 
purposes as Attachment I. 
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SECTION 2. The City Manager or her designee, or the Director of the San Antonio Metropolitan 
Health District or her designee, is further authorized to execute any and all necessary documents to 
effectuate said agreement. 
 
SECTION 3. The San Antonio Metropolitan Health District will record an in-kind transaction for 
the services authorized by this Ordinance. 
 
SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director of 
Finance, City of San Antonio.  The Director of Finance may, subject to concurrence by the City 
Manager or the City Manager's designee, correct allocations to specific SAP Fund Numbers, SAP 
Project Definitions, SAP WBS Elements, SAP Internal Orders, SAP Fund Centers, SAP Cost 
Centers, SAP Functional Areas, SAP Funds Reservation Document Numbers, and SAP GL 
Accounts as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 
 
SECTION 5. This Ordinance is effective immediately upon the receipt of eight affirmative votes; 
otherwise, it is effective ten days after passage.
