Sewer System (MS4) 

• Any soil, soil material, sediment, rock, gravel, etc. that would reduce the 

capacity or to cause an obstruction of the MS4

• Any paint, medical waste, automotive fluids, etc.

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Fire Hydrant Meter Program (Ch. 34, Article II, Division 6)

• Change the required frequency for the re-calibration of hydrant meters from 

every 6 months to every 12 months

Backflow Prevention Program (Ch. 34, Article VI, Division 8)

• Establish standardized date to submit annual test reports

• Promote use on online test submittal process
