PRACTICE EXPERIENCE TO ACCD STUDENTS IN SUPPORT OF THE 
SAN ANTONIO COLLEGE’S ALLIED HEALTH AND NURSING 
EDUCATION CURRICULA.

WHEREAS, the Alamo Community College District (ACCD) is a junior college district and a 
political subdivision of the State of Texas; and 
 
WHEREAS, ACCD students are offered a curriculum in San Antonio College’s Allied Health 
and Nursing Education Program, and as part of this curriculum students are required to 
participate in a minimum number of patient contacts; and 
 
WHEREAS, the San Antonio Fire Department (SAFD) wishes to facilitate patient contact 
opportunities for these ACCD students through ride-outs with Emergency Medical Services 
since; and 
 
WHEREAS, it is necessary that the parties enter into an affiliation agreement to provide for this 
service; and 
 
WHEREAS, this ordinance will approve an affiliation agreement beginning June 15, 2019 and 
continuing unit June 15, 2023 with automatic successive one year renewals thereafter; NOW 
THEREFORE: 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 
 
SECTION 1.  The City Manager or designee, are authorized to execute an Affiliation 
Agreement with the Alamo Community College District which is attached hereto and 
incorporated herein for all purposes as Exhibit I. 
 
SECTION 2.  This Ordinance is effective immediately upon passage by eight affirmative votes; 
otherwise it is effective on the tenth day after passage.
