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Highway 90 and General McMullen Pressure Zone Integration

This project will install 12-inch water lines replacing the existing 6-inch water line along Brady
Boulevard, connecting the existing 12-inch on Cupples Road to the existing 20-inch on Barclay
Street. Additionally, the project will install two 12-inch water lines along General McMullen
Drive connecting the existing 12- inch on Patton Boulevard to the existing 12-inch on General
McMullen near Queretaro Street, as well as a second new 12-inch water line connecting the
existing 12-inch on Morelia to the existing 12-inch on Castroville Road. Finally a new 12-inch
water line connecting the existing 8-inch on Frio City Road to the existing 12-inch on Jennings
Ave will also be installed.

Estimated Construction Costs: $4,762,139.00

Dietrich Storage Tank

This project will construct a 1.5 million gallon elevated storage tank for Pressure Zone (PZ)
828 (formerly PZ 3) to meet TCEQ capacity requirements for future growth.
