REQUEST: 

The applicant is requesting a Certificate of Appropriateness for approval to construct a new metal patio cover structure.

B. ALTERATIONS (REHABILITATION, RESTORATION, AND RECONSTRUCTION)  
i. New features—Do not introduce new facade elements that alter or destroy the historic building character, such as adding 
inappropriate materials; altering the size or shape of windows, doors, bulkheads, and transom openings; or altering the 
façade from commercial to residential. Alterations should not disrupt the rhythm of the commercial block.  
 
11. Canopies and Awnings  
B. ALTERATIONS (REHABILITATION, RESTORATION, AND RECONSTRUCTION)  
i. Replacement canopies and awnings—Replace canopies and awnings in-kind whenever possible.  

ii. New canopies and awnings—Add canopies and awnings based on accurate evidence of the original, such as 
photographs. If no such evidence exists, the design of new canopies and awnings should be based on the architectural 
style of the building and be proportionate in shape and size to the scale of the building façade to which they will be 
attached. See UDC Section 35-609(j).  

iii. Lighting—Do not internally illuminate awnings; however, lighting may be concealed in an awning to provide 
illumination to sidewalks or storefronts.  

iv. Awning materials—Use fire-resistant canvas awnings that are striped or solid in a color that is appropriate to the period 
of the building.  

v. Building features—Avoid obscuring building features such as arched transom windows with new canopies or awnings.  

vi. Support structure—Support awnings with metal or wood frames, matching the historic support system whenever 
possible. Minimize damage to historic materials when anchoring the support system. For example, anchors should be 
inserted into mortar rather than brick. Ensure that the support structure is integrated into the structure of the building as to 
avoid stress on the structural stability of the façade.   

FINDINGS: 
a. The primary commercial structure at 1815 Fredericksburg was constructed circa 1960 in the Spanish Eclectic 

style with Art Deco influence and is an individual historic landmark. The one-story structure features stucco 
siding, half-barrel tiled parapet walls, arched fenestration patterns, and a tower element on the south-east corner. 

b. COMPLIANCE – Upon submission of the application, staff finds that the work has already been completed prior 
to the issuance of a Certificate of Appropriateness. No loss or permanent alterations to historic materials have 
been found at this time.  

c. PATIO – The applicant has proposed to install a 24’ by 26’6” patio cover with black metal construction and a 
galvalume metal roof, adjacent to the arched window to the northeast corner facing Fredericksburg. The site 
previously features a non-original wood patio cover which would be removed. Per the Guidelines for Exterior 



Maintenance and Alterations 11.B.ii., if no such evidence exists of a historic canopy or awning, the design of new 
canopies and awnings should be based on the architectural style of the building and be proportionate in shape and 
size to the scale of the building façade to which they will be attached. Staff finds that the black metal construction 
relates to the existing site elements and storefront fenestration system and is appropriate. Additionally, staff finds 
that the proposed structure should remain freestanding and does not contact or obscure the arch window and 
parapet it is adjacent to.   

RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends approval based on finding c with the stipulation that proposed structure should remain freestanding and 
does not contact or obscure the arch window and parapet it is adjacent to.   
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
